LCNI FUNDRAISING TIPS & CLIPS:
Clip 1: The News-Enterprise asks for loose change and allows a designation on which schoo! and

teacher receives the money.

Clip 2: Central Kentucky News-Journal included a coupon for the NIE program in the coupons that
advertisers offer in the newspaper.

Clip 3: Pet Contests seem to do well. Several papers have held one of these and the response 1s
sometimes overwhelming. Example from Central Kentucky News-Journal

Clip 4: The Declaration prints 4 of these notices on an 8 %2 x 11 paper and cuts & includes in every
renewal notice they mail.

Clip 5: Spencer Magnet shows how many newspapers can be sponsored for certain dollar amounts.

Clip 6: The News-Enterprise lists schools and teacher names with a dollar amount showing the amount
of money needed to sponsor the kids in that class for the year.

OTHER FUNDRAISING IDEAS:

Bowling Tournament:
Jody Hansen, publisher of the Echo Press in Alexandria, MN said she noted that in the past she

had raised funds for NIE programs with golf tournaments. Then one night, she & her staff came up with
the idea to change the game from golf to bowling.

“Bowling is a lot more reasonable,” she said. “And you can get a lot more people involved with a
bowling tournament than at a golf tournament.”

She partnered with the local bowling alley. Sponsors paid $100 for each lane. She also approached
a local beverage wholesaler to become a sponsor for $500. *I told him we would cut $200 off of that if he
would supply all our signage.” He agreed, and made 3-foot by 3-foot signs that hung above cach lanc.




There were so many companies willing to sponsor, she said, that they had to double up on a few of
the lanes. The bowling alley wanted $50 for each four-person team, so Hansen charged each team $140.
The teams were allowed to bowl three games. In addition, they received a free pizza and free pitcher of
soda. She had 38 sponsors and 32 teams bowling during the tournament.

A local T-shirt company also became a sponsor, providing shirts with the slogan “Strike Out
Illiteracy” on the front and all the names of the sponsors on the back.

Hansen estimated that her newspaper raised more than $6,000 for its NIE program. Throughout
the year, she will run ads- with sponsors’ names — from the schools, stating how much they like receiving
the newspapers.

Miscellaneous:

1. Having Run Raising Funds — a newspaper in Indiana once promoted a “Breakfast with the Easter
Bunny” through ads in the newspaper. Proceeds from the event were used to support NIE.
Although Easter has passed this year, find another cartoon figure the kids would like to see. Find
sponsors to donate food items.

2. Used Book Sales — Run house ads soliciting book donations from the community. Offer to have
staff pick up donations of “x” or more books. Try to hold the book sale on a Saturday, preferably
at a mall or strip shopping center.

3. Pet calendars — Charge folks an entry fee to have their pet become “candidates™ and then charge
xxx cents per vote for the candidates.

4. Use your website to solicit donations — Even if you don’t get a flood or steady stream of
donations, you never know when a prospective sponsor might see your material and make a big
donation.

5. Recognition ads — When you run “recognition” or Thank You ads in the paper, use that
opportunity to solicit more sponsors (see clip 17).

6. Run class-specific, teacher-specific sponsor pleas. Ex. “Mrs. Pride’s class needs a sponsor; for
only $xx you can supply her students with papers for the entire year. We find that some folks
recognize a favorite teacher, or that one of their kids 1s in a class that needs sponsors, and they
donate money.
