Classroom news-
papers important

Recently in my eighth-
period health class, we
-were asked to write a let-
ter about the importance of
The News-Herald. These
papers are provided to us
by First Baptist Church
and serve a variety of use-
ful purposes in our classes.

The News-Herald pro-
vides students with an
opportunity to learn about
current events in the com-
munity. It is important
that students learn about
current events because it
enables them to develop a
sense of caring in regards
to the community. It also
encourages them to become
an active participant in the
community, and in society
as a whole. Also, it provides
students with information
they wouldn’t otherwise
learn in their classes.

Some of the articles in
The News-Herald relate to
subjects students study in
their classes. For example,
in the Feb. 21 issue, there
was an article entitled,

our health class was devot-
ed to drugs and their abuse,
Legal troubles may be
described as a consequence
tor illegal prescription drug
use, for example. This gives
students an opportunity to

read about how what they
study is actually relevant in
community issues.

Students enjoy a unique
learning experience as a
result of reading The News-
Herald. In schools, infor-
mation is usually learned
through a texthook. This is
not necessarily the way stu-
dents learn best. Textbhook
language is usually black
and white, with little room
for real-life application. By
reading The News-Herald,
students learn the informa-
tion from the texthook is
actually reflected in real-
life issues, as explained in
the third paragraph. There
have been many times when
[ have heard other students
ask this question, “Where
will we ever use this stuff?”
Innewspapers, texthook lan-
guage is not generally used,
and it is therefore easier
for students to understand.
Real-life application and
information that is easy to
comprehend are essential
for any successful learning
experience.

In conclusion, I would
like to thank First Baptist
Church for providing The
News-Herald to our health
classes. As you can see,
these newspapers are use-
ful in the classroom as part
of a learning experience. 1
hope that these newspapers
will continue to be provided
to the students so that our
classes (and future classes)
can continue to learn from
them.

t’s a textbook updated twice a week and
delivered straight to the classroom. It
informs students not of world history, but
of current local events, They may read
about their neighbors or even see a picture
of themselves.

This particular textbook is in the form of a news-
paper, and each week it bridges the gap between what stu-
dents learn and what they see.

“[Newspapers} are a tool that providgs the students with
the opportunity to apply classroom skills to the real
world,” said Taytor County Elementary Teacher Patti
Brackman.

Thanks to numerous donors, students at both local public
school systems take part in the Newspapers in Education
program, which delivers newspapers to the classroom at a
reduced cost, In all, 43 teachers receive copies of the Cen-
tral Kentucky News-Journal for use in class.

Newspapers inform students about what goes on in their
communities, said TCES Teacher Susan Pollock, while
improving their reading skills.

"The reason I use newspapers in the ctassroom is to pro-
mote literacy with newspapers and te expose students to
article reading,” she said. "Most students read from books
provided by their teachers or the school library and do not
have the opportunity to read newspapers. 1 also encourage
the students to take their newspapers home in hopes that
their parents can also benefit.”

Campbellsvitle Elementary Teacher Marcia Sharp uses
newspapers in her classroom on a regutar hasis.

“We use the newspaper each week. We have used it for
grammar skills, current events, math and social studies.”

For a recent economics assignment, students had to shop
for a meal on a limited budget using advertisements in the
newspaper, Sharp said.

Rhaonda Yates, TCES teacher, uses newspapers for a vari-
ety of exercises.

“If we have been studying nouns — or some other part of
speech — in grammar, we will use the newspaper to find
examples of these," she saidl.

Pollock said she believes expo-
sure to newspapers helps stu-
dents learn to write.

“The newspaper is a great way
t0 expose students to articles on
a weekly basis. We also have a
newspaper staff here at TCES
— the Cardinal News Staff.
These students write articles for
our school newsletter each
month. Having access to news-
papers is valuable for these stu-
dents who -excel in language
arts.”

Brockman's students have tack-
led numerous activities wsing a
newspaper.

“We cut out various parts of
speech from the newspaper and
glue them to a colored sheet of
paper. We create acrostic poems
using words from the headlines.
We choose an article and circle
the parts of speech that we are
studying, then we connect the
dots and create ‘Feature Crea-
tures.’

“The students really enjoy
them. They like to get away from
the standard paper and pencil
activities.”

“The students are required to
read, cut out the chapter and
paste it in the tabloid,” Pollock
said, “There are 10 chapters, so
they receive 10 points for each
chapter for 109 points. We dis-
cuss the chapters and make pre-
dictions and inferences with
what we read. These are reading
skills that are necessary for
comprehension,”

Sharp said her students will
soon begin activities based
around the newspaper’s editorial
page.

“In the future, they will be
using the newspaper to get an
idea about the editorial page as
they will be writing mock letters
o the editor about various sub-
jects, such as the need for recy-
cling in our community.”

Yates said her students have
even started reading newspa-
pers for pleasure.

“During silent reading time,
several students will choose to
read the newspaper for their
choice,” she said. “They really
enjoy getting to use them. I real-
Iy build up the fact that these are
read by aduits. They truly feel
tike they are working on a high-
er-level.”
